Delivery Method & Evaluation:
Online (Asynchronous): All coursework occurring online. No on-campus meetings required.
This class will be conducted online through Canvas, and all assignments will be submitted
through Canvas. You will take a series of tests, designed to demonstrate an understanding of
each section of material. These test grades, along with all of the assignments, will determine
your final grade for the class. All Canvas assignments will indicate a due date for each
individual assignment. Please be aware of all assignment due dates! Once tests and
assignments have closed, they will not be reopened!

Course Description:
HY 202 American History I (3)
The study of American history from the Civil War era to the present.
Grades for HY 201: A, B, C, NC

Course Objectives:
Students will follow United States history from post Civil War society through to the modern
day. Primary sources, maps, and geography will be used in assignments and tests to help better
contextualize the different periods.

Attendance Defined for Online (Asynchronous) Classes:
In an online class, all instruction occurs online with no physical in-person classroom
requirement. For the online class, the continual and consistent submission of digital assignments
qualifies for the student’s attendance in the class. See below for types of assignments that may
count for attendance in an online class.

According to the current Federal Student Aid Handbook, “[i]n a distance education context,
documenting that a student has logged into an online class is not sufficient, by itself, to
demonstrate academic attendance by the student. A school must demonstrate that a student
participated in class or was otherwise engaged in an academically related activity. Examples of
acceptable evidence of academic attendance and attendance at an academically related activity in
a distance education program include:
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● student submission of an academic assignment,
● student submission of an exam,
● documented student participation in an interactive tutorial or computer-assisted

instruction,
● a posting by the student showing the student’s participation in an online study group that

is assigned by the institution,
● a posting by the student in a discussion forum showing the student’s participation in an

online discussion about academic matters, and
● an email from the student or other documentation showing that the student initiated

contact with a faculty member to ask a question about the academic subject studied in the
course.”

Students should also complete the Introduction Quiz immediately for attendance
verification.

Late and Make-up Policy:
A student may make up missed assignments or turn in late assignments for full credit only if the
absence is excused with verifiable documentation. It is the student’s responsibility to contact the
instructor for missed materials and work.

Important: Late submissions of papers will lose 5 points from the final grade each day that the
assignment is late (unless the late work is excused with verifiable documentation).

Grading:
Tests 60%

There will be four tests spread through the semester. These tests will be made up of
multiple choice, short answer, and matching questions. The weekly reading quizzes will also
count as small test grades. None of the tests, including the final, will be cumulative. Tests will
only be available to take for a week. Be sure to review the schedule and prepare.

Assignments 40%
There will be an assortment of assignments during the class. They will consist mainly of

written assignments based on readings from the textbook and some outside material. Some
assignments will involve interpreting maps and geography. Plagiarism will not be tolerated and if
discovered will result in an automatic zero (for more information, see the Academic Honesty
Policy below).
